1.Team Sponsors

5. Public Meeting at Burradon Primary School on 5 June 2007 at 6.30pm
The Club has received a considerable number of complaints from team managers, parents and match officials regarding dog faeces on the pitch and vandalism to the new facilities.

We have informed North Tyneside Council of the problem and requested that dogs are banned from the recreation ground and fencing be installed to protect the facilities.  However, the problem persists and there appears to be no  progress regarding the implementation of our requests.

In the circumstances, we request that parents and relatives of the players attend the meeting arranged by the Ward Councillors to raise our concerns.  The Ward Councillors have always been extremely supportive and it was their intervention that ensured Burradon Juniors were allocated the pitches.  As a consequence, we are confident that with a good attendance from the Club, the Ward Councillors will support our efforts to persuade North Tyneside Council to ban dogs and install adequate fencing to protect the welfare of our children.

6. Under 10’s Sponsored Walk

The under 10’s are to participate in a sponsored walk on Sunday 27 May 2007 from Tyne Riverside Country Park (Newburn ) to Wylam and back (6.5miles) to raise money for the team.  The walk commences at 10am prompt and following completion of the walk a picnic and recreational events have been organised.
