Burradon Recreation Centre

We are all extremely proud of the school and recreation ground and the facilities are the envy of the players, managers and parents of the opposing teams.

However, during the summer the condition of the pitches deteriorated considerably and as a consequence the quality of the playing surfaces was affected.  It appears a combination of unprecedented rainfall during the summer and the failure of the drainage system caused the pitches to flood and the affects are highlighted below:
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Also, the security of the site has been an issue with groups of youths gathering late at night and participating in alcohol and drug abuse and vandalising the facilities.  According to the local community, the absence of adequate perimeter fencing and CCTV system has been responsible for the problems.  Certain areas appear incomplete and undermine the appearance of the site.
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In view of residents concerns, Mr Willis and Mrs James North Tyneside Council attended a meeting of the Burradon & Camperdown Forum on 7 October 2007.  Mr Willis advised the meeting that a bid has been submitted to North Tyneside Council to fund the installation of fencing and CCTV to secure the site.

With regards to the condition of the pitches, Mrs James advised that a report from the Sports Turf Institute was imminent to ascertain the cause of the problems.  Residents were assured that there was no truth I the rumours that remedial work was scheduled to commence in the near future.  The local authority will liaise with the groups which use the pitches prior to the commencement of any repairs.

Representatives were satisfied with the explanations received and are confident that the problems will be resolved in the near future.
