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1. Kill Your Speed-Not a Child

Parents of young children have approached members of the Forum to raise their concerns regarding motorists speeding on the estate roads in the village and particularly in Allanville.  It is the view of the parents that it is inevitable that a child will eventually be fatally or seriously injured.

As a consequence motorists are requested to reduced their speed and remain alert to young children playing on the streets to protect them from death or serious injury.

Coincidently, Mr Paul Fleming, North Tyneside Council’s Traffic and Road Safety Development Directorate (“NTC”) attended the Forum meeting on 7 September 2007.  Mr Fleming advised that 20mph zones will be created for the residential estates commencing in Kirklands in 2007/08 and the other estates during 2008/09. Traffic calming will only be introduced in the event there is evidence that motorists are ignoring the 20mph restrictions.
2. The Development of the Police House and Primary School Sites
S V Rutter Developments Ltd has submitted revised plans to North Tyneside Council’s Planning Department to build 12 flats on the land on the Police House site, Station Road. The developer is confident that the scheme complies with planning regulations and is optimistic that the redevelopment of the site will commence in the New Year.
Plans for the demolition and development of the former primary school site are to be finalised in the near future and local residents will be consulted regarding the proposed scheme.  The ward councillors have worked with the developer and North Tyneside Council’s planning department to ensure the development will enhance the village. 
3. Kirkdale Court Wellbeing Centre

The Wellbeing Centre at Kirkdale Court has been operational for 6 months and provides a wide and varied range of services to the local community, including, an optician, chiropodist, wellbeing checks-blood pressure and weight monitoring together with lung function tests.
Places for People are hoping that the local residents will use Kirkdale Court regularly and it will become the centre of community activities.  The local luncheon Club has relocated to Kirkdale Court on a Tuesday and a soup lunch is organised on a Thursday.  An art & craft club for the over 50’s is held on a Tuesday afternoon at 2pm and everyone is welcome to join.  RW Mann Trust and 1989 Willan Trust generously donated £250.00 and £500.00 respectively to purchase the materials.
 An outreach service is operating from the centre offering visiting support for older people living in their homes. Residents wishing to join any of the aforementioned groups or use either the community facility or the Wellbeing Centre for any activity irrespective of the numbers attending are requested to contact either Anne McDonnell or Bram Lamerton on 2687882.
Stephen Byers MP and the ward councillors hold regular surgeries at the centre and Northumbria Police and Places for People use the facility for public consultation.
4. The Burradon & Camperdown Forum Website
The Website continues to be extremely popular and we are receiving in the region of 4,000 visits per month with visitors from Australia, New Zealand and the USA.

5. Respect Award Grant - Children’s Christmas Party
The Forum received a grant of £1,000 from the Home Office as part of the Respect Award in April 2007.   The purpose of the grant is to fund and arrange diversionary activities to occupy local children and reduce crime and disorder in the community.

The grant was used to fund the autumn half term Urban Active Event at the Recreation Centre which was organised by Colin McElligott, North Tyneside Council, Sports Development Officer and was attended by local children who played a variety of games and participated in various organised events.  

The grant has also funded the Burradon & Camperdown Forum Christmas Party which is to be held at Camperdown Social Club on Friday 21st December 2007, 5-8pm for children aged 4-12 years of age. The Tickets for the Christmas Party are available from Mrs Angela Downie, Stewardess of Camperdown Social Club.  We wish to express our gratitude to Angela for organising the party and we hope that the children have an enjoyable afternoon . 
6. Burradon Juniors Secure Funding for New Equipment
Burradon Juniors successfully secured funding of £9,500 to purchase new strips, tracksuits and balls for all the teams.  The management committee is genuinely overwhelmed with the generosity of the donors and sponsors which enabled the Club for the first time to purchase strips and tracksuits for all of the players. In the event the funds had not been raised, the teams may not have been able to compete in the leagues and the loss of the junior teams would have been devastating for the players, families and the local community.
